Lexion is a computer-based system for stimulating and trai ning

people with dyslexia, aphasia, or language related learning
disorders.
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Lexion covers the most fundamental processes in
reading and writing acquisition, e.g. phonological
awareness, letter-sound correspondence, syllable an d
morpheme segmentation and blending, etc. Grammar,
spatial skills, arithmetic and under-standing of th e clock,
and other aspects are also covered.
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Lexion contains 94 different exercises interwovecoading to a thoroughly thought-out
educational pattern. There are 1100 age related ligds, more than 2000 photographic
pictures and 4000 digital recordings. The word bessdf consists of 265000 words.

Lexion should be considered an educational todéads of random exercises under the same
roof.

The possibility of creating a diskette to be usadifaining somewhere else than at the
teacher’s/speech therapist’s, is a unique featkexion. An alternative to the diskette will
be to send the exercise settings by e-mail.

There are two versions of Lexion, one completeigarfor the teacher or speech
therapist, etc., and one minimized version, Minkiba, that the user installs, for
example at home.



The Logbook
